I request 12 ½ inch squares (note the corrected block size from 

the paper distributed at the June Guild Meeting); however some 

of the most beautiful patterns are rectangle and other sizes.  I 

can work with any size block and add borders to make them fit 

together.  I love bright colors!  Any fabric type will work, how-

ever, please pre-wash the fabrics, so they donôt bleed.  The quilt is definitely going to be a collabora-

tive effort!

How to Make a 4-Inch Hanging Sleeve 
Instructions also on the website, www.fgqg.com 

 

1. Cut a 9ò wide strip of fabric, 2ò shorter than the width of your quilt. 

2. On the short sides, turn under a İò hem and stitch.  

3. Fold the strip in half lengthwise, right sides together, and sew raw edges together, using a İò 
seam allowance.  Turn right side out.  

4. Position sleeve on the quilt with the long seam centered facing the quilt, about İò below the top 
edge of the quilt.  Pin top of sleeve in place. 

5. Make a small pleat lengthwise across the sleeve (to allow space for the hanging rod), then pin  
bottom side in place. 

6. Hand stitch in place, making sure your stitches do not show on the front of the quilt.  The  
hanging bar will slide through this sleeve and evenly support your quilt.

There was also a motion that we suspend with the $10 
gift card for the coming year for Sunshine and Shadows.  Motion seconded and carried.  There was also a motion that the monies 
for the Farm Fair be reduced from $200 to $100.  Motion seconded and carried.   

The Guild will need to utilize money making opportunities.  Several suggestions were made for a 50/50 raffle from time to time, 
workshops sponsored by the Guild.  Any member suggestions on ways to help raise money will be greatly appreciated.  Contact 
Annette. 

NEW BUSINESS:
