Jiffy Pillowcase Kit / No Raw Edges

Fabric lengths are precut, just assemble and sew.
Use a regular presser foot, not a % inch foot for seams.

Fabrics needed 42 - 44 wide

3/4 yard main fabric (277)

1/3 yard band fabric (127)

1/8 yard trim fabric (really only need 2 2 ©)

Read all instructions first, it looks like a lot but it’s really very quick to make.

Assembly:
1. Cut the 1/8 yard trim fabric to 2 2" x width of fabric (kit is precut). If you want
‘JZ a narrower trim, cut to 2" x width of fabric.

. Crease the bottom by hand and fold this again as above----and again till all of the

main fabric is within the top half of the band.
You will now have a roll of the main fabric within the band. See Fig. 3

Take the long cut bottom end of the band fabric and fold it up to the top over the
main fabric fold, matching the cut edges and sandwiching the main fabric with the
trim between the front and back of the band. The wrong side of the main fabric
will now be facing the right side of the band fabric on top. See Fig. 4 a&b
